Staff Report ANALYSIS 
The subject property is part of the Plan Greenville County Comprehensive Plan, where it is 
designated as Industrial. Floodplain is present on the site. There are no schools located within one 
mile of the site. The property is not along any bus routes and there are no sidewalks along the 
subject property.  

SUMMARY 
The subject parcel is zoned R-S, Residential Suburban and is 40.1 acres of land located on Michelin 
Rd., and is approximately 0.5 miles southeast of the intersection of Antioch Church Rd. and Michelin 
Rd. The subject parcel has approximately 2,419 feet of frontage along Michelin Rd. The applicant is 
requesting to rezone the property to R-15, Single-Family Residential District.  
The applicant states that the proposed land use is for a single-family residential development.  

CONCLUSION 
The subject parcel, zoned R-S, Residential Suburban, is located along Michelin Road, a two-lane 
State-maintained collector road.  Staff is of the opinion that a successful rezoning to R-15, Single-
family Residential would be consistent with the surrounding land uses and residential density in the 
area and would not have an adverse impact on this area. 

Based on these reasons, staff recommends approval of the requested rezoning to R-15, Single-family 
Residential. 
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
