The medical supplies requested would better prepare our prehospital providers to quickly and efficiently care for victims following mass casualty incidents.  Having consistent supplies and quantities ensures more confidence and competence in our preparedness activities and would expedite the delivery of care because all personnel would be trained on these supplies, the location on vehicles, and quantities stocked.
