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Together with all and singular the improvements thercon and the rights, members, hereditaments and appurtenances
to the same belonging o1 in any wise appertaining: all the sents, issues, and profits thereof (provided, however, that the
Morgagor shall be emtitded o collect and retain the said rents, issues, and prefits until defaule heseander); and in
cluding all heating, plumbing. and lighting fixtures and cquipment now o1 hereafter attached to or used in connection
with the real estate herein desaribed.

To Have and To Hold, all and singular the said property unto the Mortgagee, its successors and assigns forever.

The Montgagor covenants that he is lawfully seized of the pramises haein above desaibed in fee simply absolute
(or such other cstate; if any, as is stated hereinbefore), that he has good, tight, and lawful authority 1o scll, convey, or
cncumber the same, and that the premises are free and dear of all liens and encumbrances whatsocver except as hercin
otherwise recited. The Montgagor further covenants to wartant and forever defend all and singular the premises as
herein conveyed, unto the Mongagee forever, from and against the Mortgagom and all persons whomsoever Jawfully
chaiming the same or any part thereof,

The Mangagor covenants and agrees as follows:

. That he will promptly pay the principal of and interest on the indebtadness evidenced by the said note and
any subsequent note o1 agrecment evidencing additional advances, at the time and in the manner thercin provided.

2. That the lien of this instrament shall remain in (all force and elect during any postponement or extension
of the time of payment of the indebtedness or any part thereol secured herebs,

3. That he will pay as they become due all mortgage loan insuzance PECIMINNS, (aXes, AssCsSmCis, water ratcs,
and other governmental or municipal charges, tines or imposiion, assessed against the prapeity hereby montgaged. I
the mortgagor fails to make any pavments provided for in this section or amy other pavments for taxes. asscssments, or
the like, the Morigagee may pay the ame, and all sums so paid shall bear interest at the same rate as the principal debt
sccured hereby (from the date of such advance) and shall be secured by this morigage.

1. That he will keep the premises in as good order and condition as they are now. reasonable wear and tear
excepted, and will not commit o1 permic any waste thereof.

3. That he will procure and cominuousty mzintain fise and such other hazard insurance as the Mortgagee may
require on the improvements now or hereafter on said premises, and will pay promptly when duc any premiums therefor.
I he fails ta do so. the Morntgagee mas cause the sane to be done and reimbuzse itsell for such premrams and expenses,
and the same shall be secured by thic mottgage. Al insarance shall be carried in companics approved by the Mort-
gagee and ahe polidies and renewals thacol shall be held by the Martgagee and have attached thereto loss parable dauses
in favor of and in form aceeptable o the Mongagee. In event of los, Mortgagor will give immediate notice by nail o
the Mortgagee, who sy make proof of loss if not made prompth by the Morgagor, and cach inanance company con-
ceaned is haeby autharized and ditcaed o make pavment o such los digectls to the Maortgagor and Mongagee jointly,
and the insurance proceeds. o any part thereof, imay be applicd by the Mongagee at its option cither to the reduction
of the indebtedness heveby seaured or o the restoration of the property damaged.

6. That he hereby assigns all the rents, issues, and profits of the mongaged premises from and after any default
hercunder, and should legal proccedings be instituted pursuant to this imstrament, then the Mortgagee shall have the
tight to have appointed a recciver of the rents, issucs, and profits, who. after deducting all charges and expenses attend-
ing such proceedings and the execution of his trust as 1ecciver, shall apply the restduc of the rents, issues, and profits
toward the payment of the debt secuicd hercby.
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
