and later assigned to John B, Miller, as Trustee for us ét our re-
'quest, is to be held by the said John B. Miller as Tfuatee for us,
and.said property is described as follows:

All those two certain lots of land situate in Greenville
County, State of South Carolina, known and designated as Lot 125
and l2é of Verner Heights, each fronting on Park Street 50 feet,
and running back in parallel lines 150 feet as shown by plat re-
corded in Plat Book "A", at page 177, and being land conveyed to
C. W. Collins by deed recorded in Volume 16 at page 228.
