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If Lender required immediate Paymentin Full, Lender may bring alawsuitto have the Property sold and to have the pro-
ceeds of the sale applied to the balance due on my note. At the sale, Lender or another person may acquire the Property.
This is known as “foreclosure and sale”. In any fawsuit for forectosure and sale, Lender will have the right to colliect all
Court costs, and reasonable lawyers' fee, provided, however, that if this Mortgage protects a loan governed by the South
Carolina Consumer Protection Code, the lawyer's fee shahl not exceed fifteen (15%) percent of the amount remaining un-
paid under the Note and under this Moitgage at the time of defaull.

9. NO WAIVER OF TERMS BY LENDER

Any faiture by the Lender to insist upon strict performance by me of any of the terms of this Mortgage shall notbecon-
sidered to be a waiver of any such terms and Lender shall have right to enforce such terms.

10. LENDER'S ABILITY TO ENFORCE MORE THAN ONE OF LENDER'S RIGHTS

Each of Lender's rights under this Mortgage is separate. Lender may exercise and enforce one or more of those rights,
as well as any of Lender’s other rights under the faw, one atatime oratlatonce. Enforcementof any othersightsagainstme
by Lender, will not preven!

Lender and the receiver will be obligated to account only for those
rental payments that they actually receive.

The term “sell or
transfer™ shalt not include transters by witl or under the South Carolina Statute of Dascent and Distribution or to the
creation of other liers or mortgages against the Property that are inferior to this Morigage.

If Lender requires Immediate Payment in Full, Lender may bring a lawsuit to have the Property sold and to have the
proceeds of the sale applied to the balance due on my Note as in other cases of default.
