1. Shortly after assuming command of this camp, February 27, 1918, I received
a complaint from the Southern Power Company that their cables were being cut by
firing at 1,000 yards on the Camp Greene Rifle Range, distant 11 miles and in the

bottoms of the Catawbe River. On the following morming, accompanied by the Super-

intendent of Distribution, Mr. F. D. Sampson, I inspected the range and discoverad

that the damage was caused by firing at short ranges and skirmish runs. The range

has no backstop. The Power Cowpany's lines are behind the targets instead of v

behind the firing stands. ;?

2, The 34 Division had completed its practice. The target practice of
the 9th Brigade and of the umits of my division, (2ll on the priority list of

sailings) could not be delayed. After consultation and an understanding with —
Mr., Sampson and after due consideration I sent a letter to the company request-
ing them to meve their line. (Copy attached.) ~

3. Mr. Sampson, after having given instructions for the work of transfer
to begin, desired to kunow whether the Govermment would pay for the expenditwre
involved in the change. I directed him to submit a letter in ths case in
order that I could forward it with sultable remarks. .

This is
not an official print, but is evidently the one referred Lo
in General Cemeron's letter, It is apparent that without a
back stop the line would be endangered. If the range was
laid out on the basis of this print end was approved, it
would seenm that the Southern Power Company were not consulted,
as they would certainly have seen the danger to this line,

This office has no direct informaticn to support
the view that Southern Power Company was told that their line
would not be endangered. Major Clarence H. Greene, Constructing
Quartermaster and Mejor Ara Cuskman, who are both now at Camp
Greene, may have 1ﬁformat10ﬁ on this point,

Complying with your request for detailed expenliture for
the buwilding of transmission line on temporary location, we here-
with submit a detailed bill of actual esxzpenditure made by our Com-
pany at cost, including materiszl and labor making said change.

On last Saturday, March 30th, a representative, Mr, Lamb,
of the Quartermster Gemsral’s Office in Washington called upon
the writer and we went over the change made and locked over the
situation thoroughly, He expressed a desire that the Company,
if possible, should deduct all materials that the Company conld
use at the time the 1line would be taken down at the expiration of
the war of the lease made by the property owners to the Govermment,
we have shown this deduction on the bottom of our statement, allow-
ing full price at 100% for 21l wire and material that has no appre-~
clable deterioration in~$ay a period of five years, we have allowed
50% deterioration on the insulators which we find have a life of
about five or six years; wo have allowed no depreclation on the poles

and Cross arms, which have a probabvle life of five or six years,
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1nasﬁmch as it would mot pay us to taks these poles and cross armé and
use on them on another job as would be the case with the wire, hardware
and ineulators. The charge of {1604,68, provision made faor labor-
