	What are you most interested in learning during this academy 1: Hurricane Helene quickly taught me some tough lessons about how little I know about Greenville County operations.  One minor moment was when Code Enforcement folks showed up at my damaged home.  They were great and I'm so glad they came, but it was frightening. I didn't know what they do or why they came or if we had done anything wrong in mitigating further damage. Confident that they explained the same thing over and over every day in the field while trying to get to as many people as possible.  Knowledge out here makes their jobs easier.  That's just a small thing, but it reminded me that all of us need a knowledgeable advocate from time to time to direct us in urgent/emergent circumstances.  I'd like to be that again.  Being a good one will require learning a lot more about administration, emergency operations, Sheriff's office, well, everything I am able within the program.
Finally, I must admit than on occasion I chose not to cast ballots that were available to me because I didn't know enough about the issue or the candidates. I didn't know where to find objective data and didn't commit the time to learn.  I suspect others may have difficulty, too.  My councilman's publications have helped me learn where to find resources and the more I engage, the more I want to engage.
