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ARTICLE XVII.

REMOVAL OF LESSEE!S PROPERTY:
H

On the termination of thils lease by lapse of time or in any
other manner, Lesgee may, within a reasonable time thereafter, at 1ts
option and expense, remove from sald premises any and gll buildings,
structures, improvements, money safes or chests, equipment, applianc-
es, and other property of whatsoever nature placed or owned by 1t
thereon, and after such removal shall restore the surface of the
ground to its uniform and even condition, free from all excavations
and debris; provided, however, if Lesgsee shall have made any altera-
tions in or additions to any of Lessor's bulldings, structures or
improvements, constituting an inte%ral part thereof, the same may be
removed by Lessee only upon Lesseels restoring Lessor's altered prop-
erty to the condition in which it was prior to Lessee's work thereon.

ARTICLE XVIII.
BREACH OR DEFAULT:

In the event Lessee shall be in default in the payment of
rentals or other charges hereunder, or otherwise shall breach its cov-
enants or obligations hereunder, and shall remain in default for a
period of thirty (30) days after notice from Lessor to it of such de-
fault, Lessor shall have the right and privilege of terminating this
lease and declaring the same at an end, and of entering upon and tak-
ing possession of said premises, and shall have the remedies now or
hereafter provlded by law for recovery of rent, repossession of the

premises, and damage occasioned by the breach or default.

In the event Lessor shall breach or be in default in the per-
formance of any of the covenants or obligations on It herein imposed,
and shall remaln in default for a period of thirty (30) days after
notice from Lessee to it of such default, Lessee shall have the right
and privilege of terminating this lease and declaring the same at an
end, and shall have the remedies now or hereafter provided by law for
the recovery of damages occasioned by such defaults If such breach or
default shall consist of the fallure or refusal of Lessor to maintailn
sald premlses in the .condition required of Lessor, as hereinabove pro-
vided, Lessee may, at its option, after the expiration date of the no-
tice to Lesson, make the necessary repairs, replacements, changes or
alterations, and Lessor shall be liable forthwith to Lessee for any
amounts so expended. Lessee shall have the right to apply any unpaid
rentals in lliquidation of said indebtedness, and if at the expiration
of thls lease sald indebtedness shall not have been pald, this lease,
at the optlon of Lessee, shall continue in force on the terms and con-
ditions hereln set forth until said indebtedness shall have been fully
satisfied.
