TO HAVE AND TO HOLD, all and singular the said premises unto the Mortgagee, his heirs, successors and

assigns forever.

The Mortgagor covenants that he is lawfully seized of the premises hereinabove described ;in fee simple dbso-
lute, that he has good right and lawful authority to sell, convey, or encumber the same, and that the premises are free
and clear of all liens and encumbrance whatsoever.

4. That he will pay, when due, all taxes, public assessments, and other governmental or municipal. charges, fines or other im-

positions against the mortgaged premises.
5. That he ‘will comply with all governmental and municipal laws and regulations affecting the mortgaged premises.

6. That this Mortgage shall secure the Mortgagee for such Further sums as may be advanced hereafter, at the option of the
Mortgagee, for the payment of taxes, insurance premiums, public asscssments, repairs, or other purposes pursuant to the covenants herein,
and that all sums so advanced shall bear interest ot the same rate us the mortgage debt and shall be pavable on. demand of the Mort-

gagee, unless otherwise provided in writing.

7. That, at the option of the Mortgagee. this Mortgage <hull become due and pavable forthwith if the Mortgugor shall convey
away said mortgaged premises. or if the titde shall become vested in any other person in anv manner whatsoever other than by death
of the Mertzagor: the failure of the Mortgagee 1o cvercise the opiion hereby granted <hall in no event be construed as a waiver of

the Mortgagee's future right to exercise siid option.

8. That he herehy assigns all rents. issues and profits of the mortgaged premises from and after cny defouls hereunder. and
agrees that. should legud proceedings be instituted pursuant to this instrument, anv Judge having juricdiction mov, ot Chambers or
otherwise, appoint a receiver of the mortgieed premises, with full cathority to take possession of the mortuseed premises, and collect
the rents, issues and probits, incliding a reazsonable rental to be fixed by the Court in the event said premives are occuried by the
Mortgagor, and after deducting all charges and expenses attending such procceding and the exceutien of his trust a- recciver, shall

apply the residue of the rents, issues and profits toward the pavicent of the debt secured hereby.

9. If there is a default in any of the terms, condinnns or covenants of this mortgage, or of the note sectired hereby, then, at
the option of the Mortuagee, all sums then owing by the Mortgaor to the Mortgauee shall become imnuwdiatels due and pavable,
and this mortgage may be foreciosed.  Should any legal proceedings be instituted for the forcclosure of this montgase, or should

Tt i the tru: meaning of this jnstrument that if the Mortgogor shull fully perform all the terms,
conditions, and coverants of this mortgage, and of the note securcd hereby, that then this mortgage shall be attery null and void;

otherwise to remain in full force »nd virtue.

1. The covenants heroin contained shall bind, and the benefits and advantages shall inure to. the respective heirs, exccutors,

administrators, successors, and assigns of the parties hereto. Whencver used, the singular number shall include the plural, the plural

the singular, and the use of any gender shall be applicable to all genders.
