In onter that the Corporntion may have & correct record of ownership of
all luts where @ re-sale and convevance i3 made, it is required that the
reconded deed shall be presented ot its office so tliut & record of the transfer
van be mude. A tee of $2.00 will be collected before any transfer of owner-
ship s made on the Corporation’s records.  The Corporation is governed by
its own records as to ownership of lots,

Where a lot is purchased nnd an extension of time is granted by the
Corporation lor pavinent, the Corporation retning ownership of the lot until
all charges due it are paid, and the Gorporation reserves the right to remoy
the remming, which n be ipterred on the 18, to o smaller lm equal in
value o the amount I d on the original, or to a single grave in the event
that a default occurs in the agreed payment.

An order in wifting is 1equired of the Jot owner whenever a grave is to
be apened, containing the name, sex nrd residence of the deceased, and
a perit from the Hoard of Health most be shown the Superintendent of the
grounds hetore interment i« made. M interment s to be made in the for
noon, application must be made before 2 o’clock p. . on the previous day.
£ in the aftermoon, by 49 o'clock w. m. an the same dav.

Lot owners shatl at ence notify the Corporation of any change in his
ur lwer post office address or name.

No adninterment shall be allowed except apon order of the Exceutiv
Officers of the Corporation, and upon the written order of the owner or
wwpers ot the dot, ad in every ease cun only he made under the snpervision
of 1he Superindendent,

The Corporation shall have the right at all times to enter upon each
and esery ot for the puroose of maintaining, cleaning, and policing it.

The Corporation from time to time may lay out or alter such avenues or
wilks, or make such mles and regulations for the government of the grounds
as it mmy deem requisite or proper to promote the gencral objects of the
cemete .

o consent or approyval of the Corporation shall be valid or binding vn-
less the sme shall be in writing over the signzture of an Hxeentive officer,

2. RULES GOVERNING WORK DONE AT CEMETERY. AH orders
fur work should bhe left with the Superintendent who is loeated on | the
Cemetery properts. Bmployees are forbidden to accept orders for work
and are uwot allowed to necept fees, payments of any sort, or tips,

No 1ot owawer shall haoe the right to have shrubs and plants cultivated
in aws portin of the kot exeept upon consent of the Corporation,  In the
cvent permissiong s granted, all work o be done under the direetion of the
Superintendent and ta be peid for in cash bhefore work is done. 1T any
shrabs, 1\'.mt\ e trees situated in any lot shall hecome detrimental to
adivtent Tats or oenoes or ansightly o inconvenient, or interfere with the
pregur ocare of e cemetery, the Corporation. by its aunthorized representas
thes or cmplovees, shall have the right to enter the said lat and remove the
said trees or shrobs or soch pars thereof as they shall determine to he
detrimental, uusightly, or incon ni. No owner shall be penmitted o pnt
any cnvering cuch as crushed stone or forejgn substance, on any grave or
Iot, Nn ¢oping or others me ans of marking bhoundaries of lots or graves can
be used NeCpt comner stones provided.  No sign indicating that a lot or
vault & "For Sal will be permitted in the cemetery grounds.

o bunrovemcnt xhall be made or monument, effige, or structure erected
and no objoct or nceription shall be used or placed in or upon any lot with-
. ot the consent of the Comporation.

Nu work nf e character shall be done upon any lot exeept by cemetery
emplovecs g by some pernsen authorired in behalf, and no Ia
shrubhe i, structures improvements, eaclosures, er excavations shall be put,
placed or apon way lul excent By the cemetery employees as directed
b v Superintendent,

Lhe prade of all lots. lawns, and avenwves as established, or chang
from time to time, by the cemetery, and all improvements put or placed
upun any Jot Jdnil not be altered or changed except by the cemete

No trees, shrbbery, or plants <hall be phr:vd upon or removed from
any Iot or pruned, exeept with the eonsent of the Corporation, but the Cor-
paration, shall have the right, from time to time, to plant, transplant, rte-
monve, or prane irees, ~hrubhery and plants spon said fots.

The Corpotation reserves to itsel! the entire contral of every tree, shrub,
or vine, growing within the cemetery enclosure, whether planted by the lot
owner ar otherwise, including the right of removel when it considers such
remos ad adsisable.

Troes will not be removed to make additional burial space.

The Conx jon will use T i g i imnining trees and re-
mo iy those apparently in unsound and dangerous condition or unsound’ and
dang teus limds aud branches ol trees, bt it expressly disclaims responsi-
hilitv Fer o ¢ either to persons or property resitlting from falling trecs or
parts of trees,

Nev Howers or ormaments or ohicets shall be kept upon any lot after
the s shall bave beeome withered, sofled. or unsightly, and in case of the

Inre of the owner of any lot 1o remove any such flowers or other un-
sightlv ubjects the Corporation shall hatve the rght to remove the same and
in no case wili the ¢mplovees attempt to find them after removal, nor will
the Corporation be responsible for ansvthing placed on lots or graves.

N haskets. glass, Ty mcetal arehes, watering pots, glass
cas cenering. box containing artific vets, or any sort of receptacle for
Howers, o vee pt sinh as are sunk below the surface of the lawn for the grave
or fot, «uontaining an inner apartment which may he lifted ouwt while mowing
the saidd Int, shall be permitted upon any grave or lot and all such as are
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not sunk below the surface of the lawn, grave or lot, may be removed by
the Corporation.

3. RULES FOR VISITOHS A 1IE CEMETERY. The cemetery will
be open from seven o'clock a, m,, to sunset,

No fircunns, refreshments, or intoxicating Hquors, shall at_any time be
brought upon any lot or in any portion of the cemetery; provided, however,
thut firearms may be used ond discharged in case of a military funeral ar on
u regulnr pppointed Memerial Day or other patriotic service.

No bird or animal shall be killed, wounded, or trapped upon, nor shall
uny nnimnl or the eggs of any bird be removed from any lot or {from an
rond, walk, park, or parkway, except by the Corporatiom. DOGS ARE NOT
ALLOWED.

The rondways, and walks which are the property of the Corporation are
1o be used o5 means of ingress and egress in and to the lots; and visitors and
lot owners are to use no other means of ingress or ¢

All persong visiting any lot shall respect the sokmmty of the cemctery
und no loud noises or disorderly conduct shall be permitted upon any road,
walk, park, parkway, or any portion of the cemetery.

A \"isit()r shall to nothing in the cemetery that does not belong to
him.

isitors to Graceland Cemetery, who are not members of a funcral pro-
cession, are requested not to intrude upon o funeral or to loiter about an
apn gray

it e to wnd exit trom the cemetery by vehicle or otherwise sholl be
by wiy of the regalar established entrance p

Vehicles shall not pass funeral procession; nor shall the funeral be
closely ullowed or juined by persons who are steangers. It is not an ocea-
sion for idle curiosity.

Vehicles are not to turn around upen any of the roads, but should follow
one of the cireulnr driveways to their objective They shall keep to the
right, and when they stop shall be ot least six inches from the lawn.

4. HRULES GOVERNING MONUMENTS AND FOUNDATIONS.
Vaults shall be built only in that part of the cemetery designuted for same
hy the Corporation, and only upou receiving permission from the dnly
authorized oflicers of the Corporation.  The suaid wvanlts must be fuwnished
with shelves having divisions nilowing interments to be sepurately made and
perpetually sealed, and all monuments and all paets of vaolts above ground
shall be of marble, granite, or other eut stut

All foundations for monuments are te be luid by the cemetery authorities
at # price to be set by it, and all work in the ying of the fundation shall
Be done by the employees of the Corporation, and wnder the supervision of
the Supcrimtendent, and completed as rapidly as possible. No foundation
shall he laid until the cost of smne has heen paid for i cash,

o individual marker or beadstone shall be placed above ground level,
except: when permission is geanted by the Corporation, and then, only in the
pvent it is considered in keeping with siing markers,

All monument d in restrivted sections of the cemetery shall enn-
form to the follow s Four und six grave lots — minimnm ha
size 16" x 54, ma se 187 x G0, minimum height incleding
base 307, maxinmm hmg]lt in mlmg Buse 34", Eight and ten grave lots —
minimum base size 167 ', maximum base sive 207 84, minimzm
height including base 3 Maximum height including base 38", Section
3 and the Northern suh -seetion of Section 3 are restricted sections,  Also
other sections which are develaped may be declared restricled.

Stone slabs will not be permitted, either erect, or reclining.  All stone
and marhle work, monuoments and bheadstones must be accepted by the
Superintendent as  being in conformi with the foregoing rules befare
being taken into the cemetery.  No material of any kind will be received at
the cemetery on Saturday after 12 o’clock neon.  When monuments, head-
stones, cte,, slaced tpon any lot suld, no removal of same will be per-
n-ulh-d te he m-\u' under chaim that they are not poick for, or other pretense,
without the authority of the officials of the Corpuration,

o momument is to he placed until the lot has been fuily paid for and
only after an exact diageam has been submitted to the office of the Corpo
tion for approval.

Individual markers will be placed at each end of the lot and famils
memorials will be placed in the space provided therefor as shown on detail
Hat of the cemetery lots,

No family memerial can be erccted unless the lot owner has mnnumom
privileges.

No mounds will be allowed in the cemetery.

5. PERPETUAL CARE. This Corporation agrees to set aside in a trust
fund the last ten (10) percent paid on the purchase price of all lots pur-
chased after November 1. 1947." This trust fund will he used by the Cor-
poration to provide annual care hereafter of lawns, flowers, shrubs, trees
and to keep straight and plumb all headstones, curbing and other stone
work., The Corporation is not responsible for the wear or damage to monu-
ments, hezdstones, curbing, or other stone work by the elements, and will
not repair or replace sam The extent of the obligation of the Cerpot:
tion for sueh annual care §s limited to the funds available from such trust

Craceland Cemete will take rensonable precaution to protect property
of lot or grave owners, properly in the cemetery from loss or damage, but
distinctly disclaims il responsibility for loss or damage whether direct or

, from the acts of thieves, vandals, rioters and malicious mischief

eyvclones, hail, sanow, frost, fire, explosion or lightning. and from all causes
heyvend its control.
