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Together with all and singular the rights, members, hereditaments, and appurtenances to the same belonging or
inany way incident or appertaining, and all of the rents, issues, and profits which may arise or be had, therefrom,
and fncluding all heating, plumbing; and Hghting fisturcs and any other equipment or fixtures now or hereafter
attached, connected, or fitted therelo in any manner; jt being the intention of the parties hereto that all suth fix-
tures and equipment, other than the usual houschold furniture, be considered a part of the real estate.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD all and singular tho said premises unto the Mortgagee, its suceessors and asslgns
forever.

The Mortgagor covenants that ho is lawfully selzed of the premiscs herelnabove deseribed in feo simple
absolute, that ?IG has good right and-tawful authority to soll, convey, or encumber the same, and that the prem-
ises are frec and clear of all lens and encumbrances whatsoever, The Mortgagor further covenants to warrant and
forever defend all and singular the premises unto the Mortgagee forever, from and against tho Mortgagor and
all persons whomsocver lawfully elaiming the same or any part thereof, - .

The Mortgagor covenants and agrees as follows:

1. That he will promptly pay the principal of and interest on the indebtedness evidenced by the said note,

5 That he will keep all improvements riow existing or herealler ctected upon the mortgaged property in
good repair, and should he fail to do so, the Mortgagee may, at its option, enter upon siid premises, make
whatever repairs are o y, and charge the expenses for such repairs to the mortgage debt; that, in the event
that the proceeds of this foan are for the construction of improvements on the mortgaged premises, he will con-
tinue construction until completion without futermption, and should he fail to do so, the Mortgagee may, at its
option, exiter upon suid premises, completo said construction work, and charge the expenses for the cumpletion
of sich construction to the mortgage d('{)t; and/or the Mortgages may declare the indebtedness seenred hereby
duc and payable if the Mortgagee shall permit such construction to {m wnd remain interrupted for a period of
fifteen (15) days.

0. "That the Mortgagee m.’lfv require the maker, e-maker or endorser of any indebtedness seenred hereby to

carry life insurance upon himself in a sum sufficient to pay all sums sceured b{ this morigage, designating the

Mortgagee as heneficiary thereof, and, upon failure of the Mongagor to pay the premiumis therefor, the Mort-
gagee may, at fts option, pay said premims, and all sums so advanced by the Mortgagee shall become a part
of mortgage debt.

7. That, together with, and in addition to, the monthly payments of principal and interest payable under the
terms of the note secured hereby, he will pay to the Mortgagee (at the Mortgagee's option), an the first day of
cach month, until the indebtedness secured hereby {s paid i full, a sum cqual to one-twelfth of the anmual
taxes, public assessments and insurance premivns, as estimated by the Mortgagee; and, on the failure of the
Mortgagor to pay all taxes, insurance premiums and public assessments, the Mortgagee miy, at its option, pay
said items and charge all advances therefor to the mortgage debt,

8. 'That he hereby assigns all the rents, issues, md profits of the mortgaged premises from and after any de-
funlt hereunder, and should legal proceedings be instituted pussiant to this instrument, then the Mortgagee shall
have the right to have a receiver appointed of the rents, issues, and profits, who, after dedueling all charges andt
expenses attending such proceedings and the execntion of his trast as receiver, shall apply the residue of the rents,
issues, and profits, toward the payment of the deht secured herehy,

8. “That, at the option of the Mortgagee, the indebtedness secured by this mortgage shall become due and
payable if, without the written consent of the Mortgagee, the Mortgagor shall convey away the mostgaged prom-
ises, or if the tille shall become vested i any other person in any manner whatsoever other than by death of
the Mortgagor. It is understood and agreed that in consideration for the cousent of the Mortgagee to any trans-
fier of titlo to the morlgaged premises, the Mortgages at its option may charge a loan transfer fee and/or require
changes in the rate of interest, term of Toan, monthly payments of principal and inferest and other terms and
conditions of this mortgage and/or the note secured ierehy.

10, That the riglts of the Mortgagee avishg under the clauses and covennts contained in this mortgage
shall he separate, distinet and comnlative and none of them shall be in exchision of the others; that the in-
validity of one or more of the clanses and covensnts containedd herein shall not in any way affect the validity or
enforceability of the remaining provisions herein contained; md that no act of (he Mortgagee shall be con-
strued as an clection to procecd under any one provision herein to the exclusion of uny other provision, any-
thing herein or otherwise to the contrary notwithstanding,

Itis agreed that the Mortgagor shall hold and enjoy the premises aliove conveyed untit there s a default
under this morigage or in the note secured hereby. Tis the true meaning of this instrument that il the Mort-
gagor shall fully perform all the terms, conditions, and covenants of this mortgage, and of the nate secured herehy,
this mortgage shall be utterly nall and void; otherwise to remain in fll force and virtue, If there is a defanlt in
any of the tesms, conditions or covenants of (his mortgage, or of the note secured hereby, then, at the option of
the Mortgagee, all sums then owing by the Mortgagor to the Mortgagee shall hecome immediately due and pay-
able and this mortgage may he foreclosed, Should any legal proceedings he instituted for the forcelosnre of this
mortgage, or should the Mortgagee become a party to any suit involving this Mortgage or the title o the prem-
ises deseribed herein, or should the debt secured hereby or any part thereof be placed fn the hands of an attor-
ney at Jaw for collection by suit or othenwise, all costs and expenses incurred by the Mortgagee, and a reasonable
attomey's fee, shall thereapon become due and payable, immediately or on demand, at the option of the Mort-
gagee, as a part of the debt secured hereby, and may he recovered and cotleeted hereunder.,
