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TOGETHER with all and singular the rights, members, hereditaments, and appurtenances to the same belonging or in any
way incident or appertaining, including 511 heating, plumbing and clectrieal fixtures, and any other equipment or fixtures now -
or hereafter attached, connecled or fitted in any manner, it being the intenticn of the partics hereto that all such fixtures
and equipment, other than houschold furniture, be considered a part of the rcalty.

The Mortgagor represents and warrants that said Mortgagor is seized of the above described premises in fee simple
