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Together with all and singular the rights, members, hereditaments, and appurtenances o the same belonging or
in any way incident or appertaining. and all of the rents, isstes. and profits which may aise or be had therefrom,
and including a1l heating. plinnbing, and lighting fistures and any ether aoripment or fisbiares now or herealter
itachiced. connected or fitted thereto in any manner. it being the intention of the partics hereto that all such Fix-
tures wand egnipment, other tun the usaal househeld furniire, I considezed a part of the real estate.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD, all and singslir the said premises unte the Mortgagee, its surcessors and
assigns focever,

The Mortgagor covenants that he is Tawfully sized of the promises hercinabove described in fee simple
absolute, that ke has gocd right and Laiwful antheonty tosell conver . or encumber the same, and that the premises
are fiee and ddear of all licos and cncombrances whatsoever, The Mozlgager further covenants to wanant and
forever defend all and sinzular the premises voto the Mortzagee forever, frum and against the Martgagor and all
persons whomsocver indually dliming the sane or any part thereof.

The Martgagor covenants and agrecs as follows:

1. That he will promptly pay the principal of and interest on the indebtedness evidenced by the said note,
at the times ar] in the munner thercin provided.

2. That this mertgaze shall secure the Mastgagee for such further sums as may be advanced hereafter,
at the aption of the Meortgages, for the payment of taves. insurance premiums, public assessments, repairs or other
purposes pursnant to the caenants Lerein, ard also any further loans, advanees; seadvances or cndits that
may e made hereafter to the Mestgagor by the Martzages, and that all sums =0 advancrd shali bear interest at
the same rate as the mortgage debt and shalt be payable en demand of the Mortgages, unless otherwise provided
in writing.

3. That he will kevp the improvements pow existing or hereafter crected on the mortgaged property in-
snred as mav be required from time O time by the Mortgaee against Toas by fire and other hazards, in suc
amounts as mayv be required by the Mortgagee, and in companies accoptable to i, and that he does herchy as-
<ign o the Mmtzagee all sudi policies. and that alf such policies and renewals thereof shall be held by the
Mortzagee and have attachad thereto Joss pay abie clauses in favor of, and in form acceptabite to, the Mortgagee.

4. That he will keep all improvements now existing or hereafter erected upon the mortgaged property
in goad repair, and. in the case of a construction loan, that he will (untinue constriction uvntil completion
without interruption, and should he fail to dn so. the Muoitgavee may, ot its option, enter upon said premisces,
make whatever repairs are necessary, including the completion of any construction werk undenway, and charge
the expenses for such repairs or the completion of such construction o the mortgage debt.

5. That tle Mortmazee ray require the maker. co-muber or endorser of any indebtedness secured here-
by to cany Efe insnrance wpon himself in a sum safficient to pay all sums secured by this totgage, designating
the Mortgagee as beneficiary thereaf. and, upon failure of the Mortzagor to pay the premiums therefor, the
Martzagee may, at ifs option, pay sakd premiums, and all sums so advanced by the Mortgagee shall become a
part of the mortgaze debt.

6. That, towether with, and in addition to. the monthly payments of principal and interest payable
under the terms of the note secured hereby, he will pay to the Medtgavce if the Mortwagee shall so roquire, on
the first dav of cach month, until the indehteduess secured berebwy iy paid in full, a sam egaal to ene-twel{th of
the annual lases, public asscssments and insurane? promiuns, as estispated by the Mortzagee, and, on the failure
of the Morteazor to pav ali b, insurance premintas and poblie assessients. the Mortgagee may, at its oplion,
pay said iteqas and chuarge ail advancs therdfor to the mortgage debt.

7. That he horehy assisns all the rents, isucs, and profits of the martgaged premises from and after any
default Lereunder. and shonkd legal procvudings be instituted pursnint to this instrment, then the Mortgagee
Jull Teve the rizht to have a reeeiver appointald of the rents, issucs, and profits, who, after deducting al}
charges and eapenses attending such proceedings and the execution of Lis trust as recciver, shall apply the

residue of the 1onts, issues, and profits, toward the pavment of the debt secured hereby.

8. That. at the option of the Mertgagee, this mortgudte il become due and pavable forthwith if the
Mortgager shall convey away said mortgaged premises. or if the title shall become vested in any other peorson
in any nianner whatsoever othor than by death of the Morteagor, or, in the case of a construction loan, if the
\Mostgager shall permit work en the project to become and remain interrupted for a period of fifteen (15) doys
without the writtcn consent of the Mortgagee.
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
